





Shaikh-ul-Islam:

This title of honour precedes the name of certain learned scholars
of Islam particularly those who had attained by their fatwas certain fame
or the approval of a large number of Muslim jurists. Ibn Taymiyyah is an
example of such learned scholars.

Ibn:

son of. This is a title of respect, an example of which is Omar ibn
Al-Khattab, which means Omar, son of Al-Khattab.

Bint:

daughter of. This is a title of respect, an example of which is Hafsah
bint Omar, which means Hafsah, daughter of Omar.

Abu:

father of. This is a title of respect, an example of which is the Prophet's
companion Abu Hurairah (<&2).

Umm:

mother of. This is a title of respect, an example of which is the
Prophet's wife Umm Salamah ().
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
