33. He said: “O Adam! Inform them of their names,” and when he
had informed them of their names, He said: “Did I not tell you that I
know the Ghaib (Unseen) in the heavens and the earth, and I know
what you reveal and what you have been concealing?”

34-37. And (remember) when We said to the angels: “Prostrate
yourselves before Adam.” And they prostrated except Iblis (Satan), he
refused and was proud and was one of the disbelievers (disobedient
to Allah). And We said: “O Adam! Dwell you and your wife in
Paradise and eat both of you freely with pleasure and delight, of
things therein as wherever you will, but come not near this tree or

=ashamed thereof before his Lord, and he will say, ‘Go to ‘Isd (Jesus), Allah’s
slave, His Messenger and Allah’s Word and a spirit coming from Him.** ‘Isa
(Jesus) will say, ‘I am not fit for this undertaking, go to Muhammad (&) the
slave of Allah whose past and future sins were forgiven by Allah.” So, they will
come to me and I will proceed till T ask my Lord’s Permission and I will be
given permission. When I see my Lord, I will fall down in prostration and He
will let me remain in that state as long as He wishes and then I will be
addressed: ‘(Muhammad!) Raise your head. Ask, and your request will be
granted; say, and your saying will be listened to; intercede, and your
intercession will be accepted.’ I will raise my head and praise Alldh with a
saying (i.e. invocation) He will teach me, and then I will intercede. He will fix
a limit for me (to intercede) whom I will admit into Paradise. Then I will
come back again to Allah, and when I see my Lord, the same thing will
happen to me. And then I will intercede and Allah will fix a limit for me (to
intercede) whom I will admit into Paradise, then I will come back for the third
time; and then I will come back for the fourth time, and will say, ‘None
remains in Hell but those whom the Qur’an has imprisoned (in Hell) and who
have been destined to an eternal stay in Hell.” (The compiler) Abu ‘Abdullih
said: ‘But those whom the Qur'an has imprisoned in Hell’ refers to the
Statement of Allah & “To abide therein..” (V.16:29) [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 6/
