Fat-hah

INTRODUCTION:
Fat-hah is a vowel (sign). It is written above the Arabic letter and it denotes

the sound “A” like in the words BAT, HAT, CAT.

EXAMPLE 1:

~
This is the letter _® (SHIIN). When the sign (Fat-hah) is written on
it, this becomes: ;{3' (SHIIN FAT-HAH), and is pronounced as SHA.
EXAMPLE 2:

This is the letter e (MIIM). When the sign (Fat-hah) is written on

it, this becomes: é (MIIM FAT-HAH), and is pronounced as MA.
